In re-
sponse, a number of Catholic agen-
cies and organisations decided to 
work together on a project that would 
promote reflection and action on the 
message of Pope Paul VI in this en-
cyclical. Its  teaching about the grow-
ing poverty and injustice of the de-
veloping world is still very relevant 
today. The Key message of the pro-
ject is that

are asked 
to look 
hard at our 
lifestyles and to choose to live 
simply, sustainably and in solidar-
ity with the poor peoples of our 
world. 

�� In this way we can help create a 
world in which human dignity is 
respected and everyone can 
reach their full potential. 

�� This would be true progress, 
worth more than economic 
growth alone.� 

 
The project will be launched  in Ad-
vent 2006 with suggestions for re-
flection and preparation, and will run 
throughout 2007 with a series of ac-

tions and promises.

Peace Pilgrimage 2006: Archbishop Sean Brady 
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Well done Southwark! 
 
The finalised total donations to Pax 
Christi from the Diocese of South-
wark for this year�s Peace Sunday 
(January) collection amounted to 
£9,781. This was an increase of 
29% from the 2005 total of £7,580.  
It was also the second highest dona-
tion this year by a Diocese in Eng-
land & Wales. Celebrated on the 
15th January, just a couple of weeks 
after the Christmas season, it shows 
that work for peace is viewed as 
important by the many who have 
contributed to the collection. Can we 
improve on it for 2007? 
Pax Christi sends out envelopes to 
each parish in the diocese before 
the date, so if you haven�t seen 
them, please ask your parish priest. 
A book with bidding prayer sugges-
tions & sermon notes etc comes in 
the pack. 
Next year�s Peace Sunday will be on 
January 14th. Pope Benedict XVI 
announced his theme for World 
Peace Day 2007 as being �The Hu-
man Person: the Heart of Peace. 
Human dignity is the sign of the 
common destiny of humanity and 
the foundation of love for God and 
for ones neighbour.�

This year�s Peace Pilgrimage at the 
Friars, Aylesford certainly benefited 
from the continuing late summer 
weather. More than 400 people 
gathered at the shrine to join 
Archbishop Sean Brady. Speaking 
about peace being the result of good 
relationships, Archbishop Brady 
shared some of his experiences in 
Northern Ireland. Peace is certainly 
more than the absence of warfare 
he remarked. It requires work and 
good relationships between all con-
cerned, which will take time but are 
possible. Likening the journey to 
looking at a glass of water, he spoke 
of being able to see its pro-
gress towards full peace as 
either a glass �half full� or �half 
empty�. To the pessimist, 
there is still a long way to go, 
with paramilitary groups still 
having too much power and 
influence; and the power shar-
ing being still on hold. To the 
optimist the decommissioning 
of weapons, elections, the 
work of local people for recon-
ciliation and working together, 

and the beginning of local govern-
ment shows the glass is more than 
half full.  
In the bidding prayers, the congre-
gation prayed for peace in all the 
war torn areas of the world, espe-
cially Afghanistan, Iran, Iraq, Sudan 
and the Holy Land. It prayed for the 
continuing of the peace process in 
Northern Ireland and for all the peo-
ple involved in it.  
After the Mass, the Archbishop 
spent quite a while meeting, talking 
and blessing the people who had 
come to see him, some from quite 
far away.  
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The World Council of Churches 
(WCC) has spoken out against the 
Terminator technology�which ge-
netically modifies plants to make 
them produce sterile 
seeds. The general 
secretary, Rev. Dr. 
Samuel Kobia said, 
�applying technology 
to design sterile 
seeds turns life, 
which is a gift from 
God, into a commod-
ity.� He continued, 
�all Christians pray: 
Give us this day our 
daily bread��� That 
this profoundly mate-
rial request appears I 
this profoundly spiri-
tual prayer signals for us the central-
ity of food in our lives, as well as the 
indivisibility of the material and spiri-
tual in the eyes of God.� By altering 
the seeds, farmers will be unable to 
re-plant the seed they save from 
one year to the next, increasing their 
burdens as they have (often) to 

struggle to pay for fresh seed. This 
will make life even harder for 
those already finding life difficult. 
Progressio has produced an 

(updated) leaflet �Say No 
to Suicide Seeds� on be-
half of the UK Working  
Group on Terminator 
Technology� as part of its 
active role in campaign-
ing against this technol-
ogy. The Working Group 
includes Christian Ecol-
ogy Link, Columban Faith 
& Justice, Action Aid, 
Friends of the Earth, 
Greenpeace, & War on 
Want.                    
One action you can take 
is to write to your local 

MP urging them to write to DEFRA 
( Dept. for Environment, Food & Ru-
ral Affairs) and DFID and explaining 
your concerns - a sample letter is 
given in the leaflet.
