How you can stop Gold undermin-
ing the poor. 

CAFOD�s new campaign is set to 
expose how the extractive indus-
tries - oil, gas & gold - are damag-
ing the poor communities in which 
they operate, and highlight how we 
can act to bring about change. 
Why mining?     CAFOD has seen 
that its partners around the world 
are faced daily with the problems 
caused by intensive  mining of 
natural resources. Whilst everyone 
agrees that these resources 
should be used responsibly for the 
long term benefit of 
the local popula-
tions, in many cases 
they are, instead, 
highly destructive of 
the people�s well-
being and of the en-
vironment. The cam-
paign is inspired by 
the belief that the 
earth has been cre-
ated by God, and its resources 
have been entrusted to us to use 
wisely, to cherish and protect.  The 
first target of the campaign is the 
gold industry. 
Gold mining can cause pollution of 
the water, soil & air; environmental 
damage as topsoil & vegetation is 
removed ; an influx of people from 

other areas, bringing with them such 
problems as HIV/Aids; conflict & civil 
war as groups try to control the ex-
pected wealth; a decline in other 
parts of the economy because money 
is put into mining; and exclusion of 
the local people whose needs are 
ignored. One area that has seen the 
damage gold mining can bring is the 
Democratic Republic of Congo. And  
in Honduras, communities near the 
San Martin mine operated by Entre 
Mares (subsidiary of Glamis Gold) 
are suffering from  pollution - arsenic 
& cyanide in the water; relocation of 
families off the mine land; lack of wa-

ter as wells dry up; and 
lack of accountability 
from those with the 
mining contracts. CA-
FOD wants Glamis 
Gold & its subsidiary to 
ensure that the people 
of Honduras benefit not 
suffer from their min-
eral wealth.
